You are also

entitled to have the goods repaired or replaced if the goods fail to be of acceptable quality and the failure does not amount to a

major failure.

In addition to your rights and remedies under the Australian Consumer Law, Wolf provides customers with a Warranty where, if

any part of a Wolf product is found upon inspection by an authorised Wolf representative or an associated licensed technician

supplied by either Wolf or a relevant approved supplier (including a Wolf factory certified service) (‘Service Representative’) to be

defective in materials or workmanship, Wolf will repair and replace the part as follows:
